There will be a zero-tolerance approach to any aggression, intimidation, threats or harassment of school staff, by any 
means (e.g. in person, by phone, by email, on social media etc). These behaviours may lead to exclusion from school 
grounds and school activities. 

The Principal may report aggressive, intimidating, threatening or otherwise inappropriate conduct to Victoria Police. 
The Department of Education and Training may also take legal or other appropriate action against community 
members or parents/carers who pose a threat to the safety and wellbeing of school staff.

We are committed to ensuring that staff, parents/carers and students are able to work together in an appropriate and 
respectful way.
